If a ridge board has been used in the construction of the roof, fix
trimmers either side of the ridge board at the ventilator position.

2. Where the ventilator is to be fitted, cut away a 400mm section of

3. Cut the underlay where the ventilator is to be fitted.

PREMIER SLATE VENTILATORS

1. Cut batten as shown (280mm) between rafters.
2. Cut the two slates directly below the ventilator as
shown:

for 250mm wide slates — 2 x 125mm wide cut outs
for 300mm wide slates — 2 x 135mm wide cut outs

to a depth equal to the batten gauge.

Also provide an additional fixing hole in each cut slate.

3. Cut the underlay to receive the throat of the
ventilator. Cut as diagram folding back the underlay as
shown.

4. Fix an extra piece of batten above the cut batten
as shown

5. Cut a 340mm long slot in the underlay to accept
the underlay protector which should pass under the extra
batten and into the slot.

Ensure that cuts in the underlay DO NOT extend
beyond the sides of the underlay protector.

6. Neatly trim the slates above the ventilator to
clear the grille.

7. Continue slating as normal.

1. Determine the position for the ventilator between rafters. It will
be necessary to cut away a section of the batten where it would
interfere with the throat of the ventilator.

2. Where the piece of batten is removed, cut a batten long
enough to span the two rafters and fix approximately 20mm above
the remaining cut battens to span the space.

3. Just below the extra batten, cut and fold the underlay to
accept the throat of the ventilator — see diagram centre left.

4, Place the throat of the ventilator through the underlay aperture
and ensure that all moulded interlocks and integral security straps are
engaged with the adjacent tiles before nailing in place — see diagram
bottom left. Continue tiling as normal.
